[bookmark: _GoBack]MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF YOUNGSVILLE, LOUISIANA HELD ON THURSDAY, MARCH 13, 2014 AT 6:00 PM AT YOUNGSVILLE CITY HALL

Mayor Viator called the meeting of March 13, 2014 to order and called on Mayor Pro Tempore Brenda Burley to lead the prayer and pledge. Ms. Burley also asked for a moment of silent prayer for the family of Cleveland Menard, father of Police Chief Earl Menard, who passed away.

Mayor Viator called upon Councilman Tim Barbier to introduce the new Youngsville Fire Chief.  Mr. Barbier stated that an election is held every year and that Blair Rivette was elected as the new Youngsville Fire Chief. 

AGENDA ITEM 1.  Presentation of plaque for the “2014 Mardi Gras Best Decorated Float” to “Krewe des Pardi Gras”.  Rick Garner, CEO, presented the plaque to Chris Meche and Phillip Richard of the “Krewe des Pardi Gras” float. 
 
Mayor Viator thanked Mr. Garner for spearheading the parade and making sure that everything ran smoothly.  He also thanked all the employees and the Police Department.
 
AGENDA ITEM 2.	Representative Nancy Landry – Presentation of legislation on public school governance structure and proposed resolution expressing support for HB 593 and HB 980, introduced in the 2014 general legislative session.  A motion was offered by Ms. Burley, seconded by Mr. Ritter, to adopt Resolution No. 2014-06 expressing support for HB 593 and HB 980 which authorizes legislation to provide for preparation and adoption of a plan for the structure and organization of governance of the Lafayette Parish school system subject to voter approval, including exceptions from certain constitutional provisions, and the vote was as follows:

Motion was approved.

Prior to the motion and voting on the resolution, Representative Landry stated that she is on the House Education Committee and wants to improve the education system in Lafayette Parish.  She said that she is proposing this legislation because the current system is not working and she would like to bring the focus of education back to the children.  Representative Landry said that there are two (2) House Bills (HB) that she is asking for support of.   

1)	House Bill 593 authorizes legislation to provide for preparation and adoption of a plan for the structure and organization of governance of the public school system in Lafayette Parish subject to voter approval, including exceptions from certain constitutional provisions.  
2)  House Bill 980 provides for a commission to propose a plan(s) for the structure and organization of governance of the public school system in Lafayette Parish, upon petition of 10,000 electors of the parish and approval of specified public officials and provides for the plan to become effective subject to voter approval.

Mayor Viator stated that he feels the small municipalities don’t have a fair representation on the commission as it is written now: “one member appointed jointly by a majority of the mayors of the cities of Broussard, Carencro, Scott and Youngsville and the town of Duson”.  He said that the City of Lafayette has the majority of the commission even though the small municipalities make up 40% of the Parish.

Representative Landry said that she is willing to work with Youngsville on the makeup of the commission because she wants all stake holders to be a part of it. 

Councilman Ritter commented that the schools in Youngsville are A and B rated schools which is a big part of the reason for the city’s growth, but the Lafayette Parish School Board has failed to plan adequately for the growth and development of the community.  He said that it was not until the Youngsville Chamber and the Mayor started discussing the formation of an independent school district, that the School Board dedicated half of the $30 million bond issue to renovate two of the schools in Youngsville.  He said we would also not be seeing a new K – 6 charter school coming to Youngsville if the School Board had adequately planned for this area.  

Patricia Sonnier, a retired teacher, stated that a resolution was passed by the Retired Teachers Association opposing the legislation because it would eliminate the right for citizens to vote on their school board member. She said that there are funds for a new school but it is the Superintendent who is blocking the building of it, not the Board.  

Ms. Burley said that she is in support of the legislation.  She said that, in her opinion, the School Board has been very dysfunctional for years and more worried about themselves then the students. She said that the current Youngsville school board member has not done anything for this area and something needs to be done.

Ms. McClelland said that she views this legislation as just an extra study for the education system and hopefully the legislators will work with the school board.

Representative Landry said that it may not come down to abolishing the school board that it may be able to be tweaked and fixed. But if this does not happen, there would be an option to go to if this legislation passes and the voters approve. She also said that the plan from the Commission may say to leave it as is or to have an elected board.  She said there will be many public hearings for input from all.

Mr. Bernard said that he does not think that the rest of the parish understands the problem that Youngsville is going through with the growth.  He said there is a tremendous amount of students here and that there is a definite need for a high school because Comeaux cannot take all the students that are coming to this area including Broussard. 

Mayor Viator stated that he is in full support of the resolution because the School Board did not take any action until he threatened to form a new school district and when he went directly to Dr. Cooper things started to happen.  He also said that School Board discussion of new schools in Youngsville didn’t take place until the charter schools came in to the discussion.  The Mayor said that the Board is definitely not representing the Youngsville/Broussard area and it is a shame that there is 600 acres of empty School Board property in this area and no school on it.  He said that any funding for high schools is going to the schools in the City of Lafayette or the Northside not in the Youngsville area where it is most desperately needed. The Mayor agrees that privatization is not the best way to go but it is the only option and the charter school will either be an A/B school or it will fail.  The Mayor concluded by stating that he will meet with Dr. Cooper again to discuss the possibility of a new school.

AGENDA ITEM 3.	David Bankston – Request variance to sign ordinance for automatic ice dispensing machine located at 2614 E. Milton Avenue.  A motion was offered by Mr. Barbier, seconded by Mr. Bernard, to deny the request for a sign ordinance variance for ice dispensing machine located at 2614 E. Milton Avenue, and the vote was as follows:

Motion was approved.

Prior to the motion, Mr. Garner stated that the sign ordinance allows for a maximum of 30 square feet and the sign in question is 61.3 square feet on one side, which is a violation of the sign ordinance. 

Mr. Bankston said that the logo on the side of the ice machine is how it comes from the manufacturer and requested that the Council give him a variance to at least place a 47 sq. ft. sign on each side since this would be less than the square footage allowed for a monument sign.

AGENDA ITEM 4.  Lynn Guidry – Update on Youngsville Development Code.  Mr. Guidry stated that the information that he has to give and the discussion could take at least 2 hours and requested that the Mayor and Council consider a special meeting.  Mayor Viator stated that he will call a Special Meeting.

AGENDA ITEM 5.  Police Civil Service – Council ratification of Jason Brown as the Police Department Civil Service Board Representative, elected at an election held on February 17, 2014 for a term expires on February 18, 2017 (replace Maurice “Marc” Leblanc – term expired).  A motion was offered by Ms. Burley, seconded by Ms. McClelland, to approve the Police Department’s appointment of Jason Brown to the Youngsville Municipal Civil Service Board to replace Maurice “Marc” Leblanc whose term expired, and the vote was as follows:

AGENDA ITEM 6.  Request clarification from the City Attorney on the hiring policy for all employees of the City. This item was removed from the agenda.

AGENDA ITEM 7.  Report on Almonaster Sewer Line Survey of Residents.  Mayor Viator reported that, out of thirty (30) letters sent to residents requesting their feelings on the City providing sewer on Almonaster, the City received three (3) yes’s, two (2) no’s and twenty-five (25) have not responded.  He said, based on this, the project is dead for now.

AGENDA ITEM 8.  Preliminary Plat Approval of Sugarmill Pond Phase 1-A, Commercial Development (2 Lots; 0.44 acres) (tabled at the September 12, 2013 Council meeting) (Dax Douet).  A motion was offered by Ms. McClelland, seconded by Ms. Burley, to give preliminary plat approval of Sugarmill Pond, Phase 1-A subject to the following: a) acceptance of City Engineer Dax Douet's recommendations in a letter dated March 6, 2014 with the following amendments: 1) waive Items G & H and attach Exhibit A showing the parking layout, and the vote was as follows:

AGENDA ITEM 9.  Preliminary Plat Approval for Hacienda DuLac – Residential Development, 88 Lots – 69.112 Acres (Al Theriot, Owner & Developer).  A motion was offered by Ms. McClelland, seconded by Mr. Barbier, to give preliminary plat approval to Hacienda DuLac – Residential Development subject to the following: a) acceptance of City Engineer Dax Douet's recommendations in a letter dated March 6, 2014 with the following amendments: 1) Item E – change Lot 78 to Lot 246; 2) waive Item P; 3) add Item Y – “Prior to any excavation on the new site, a complete drainage impact study is to be submitted to and approved by the City”; 4) add Item Z – “A bank stability analysis will be required signed and sealed by a certified engineer to insure that the depth of the ponds do not have an adverse effect to the adjoining property”; 5) Add Item AA – “All parts of the ponds shall have a constant water level at an elevation determined by the drainage impact analysis”,  and the vote was as follows:

Prior to the motion, much discussion took place on the need for a drainage analysis and how long it would take to get the project started and complete.

Mr. Theriot stated that he helps to finance his developments by selling and using the dirt from the pond excavation.  He said that it was well known and public knowledge that he was going to operate a dirt pit and that the land use ordinance came into effect after the first pond was started.  Mr. Theriot said that as soon as the subdivision that he is developing right outside of the city limits near where the new charter school is finished, he will be ready to start Hacienda DuLac.

AGENDA ITEM 11.	Sewer Project Updates. Mayor Viator gave the following update in the absence of Engineer Susan Richard:

· Détente Road Sewer System Project – Contractor: C-D Utilities: Contractor is completing the pump station, and is scheduling the pump station test and start up and finishing remaining items.    

· La Hwy 89/Fortune Road Pump Station and Force Main Project – Contractor: MP Dumesnil Construction Co.:  The contractor is completing the punch list.     
 
· La Hwy 89 South Pump Station and Force Main Project – MP Dumesnil Construction Co.: The pump station and force main are complete with a few remaining items.  A problem with the delivery of the control panel occurred.  They are hoping to be able to finish the work and perform start up in the next two to three weeks.

· Sewer System Improvements Project – LCDBG FY 2013 (Church Street Pump Station Upgrade and Crepe Myrtle Trailer Park Pump Station) – Contractor:  E.B. Feucht & Sons, Inc.:  The Notice to Proceed was issued effective February 10, 2014 with an expected completion date of August 9, 2014.  

· Griffin Road Sewer Extension:  M.P. Dumesnil Construction Co. submitted the lowest quote of $28,255, contracts are in the process of being signed.
	
AGENDA ITEM 12. Sports Complex Activities.  Tim Robichaux, Director, informed the Council that he continues to work on sponsorships and that the two (2) new sponsors are Double R Restaurant and the LaQuinta Hotel in Broussard.  He then presented an updated budget for the Council to review.   He said that the additional employees in the budget are a ground maintenance supervisor, two field maintenance personnel and one custodian. The capital outlay increase is for items that were originally in the bid specs but were taken out because the City could get them at a less expensive cost than the contractor, such as the pitching mounds, back stops and soccer goals.

Mayor Viator said that he wanted to update the Council on what the current revenues and expenditures are for the operations and maintenance of the Complex and some projections to the end of the fiscal year.  He said that he will submit an amended budget ordinance closer to the end of the fiscal year for the Council to consider along with the proposed budget for the next fiscal year.

AGENDA ITEM 13.	Community Center Project.  Mark Lalande, Architect for the Project, provided the following report:

· The Youngsville Recreation Center was advertised for bids beginning on February 26, 2014 and will appear for three (3) consecutive weeks in the Lafayette Daily Advertiser consistent with Louisiana Public Bid Law.

· Currently, twelve (12) sets of plans have been issued of which eight (8) companies are General Contractors. In addition, the plans were issued to the local Association of General Contractors (AGC) which are available to all sub-contractors and suppliers who are members of AGC

· A pre-bid conference was held on March 6, 2014 at the project site. Representatives of seven (7) companies were in attendance with five (5) of the companies represented being General Contractors.

· The Advertised Bid Date was listed as March 28, 2014, which is a Friday. However, due to requests by General Contractors bidding the work, the bid date will be changed to Tuesday April 1, 2014.

	ENGINEERING UPDATES – C. H. FENSTERMAKER – DAX DOUET

AGENDA ITEM 14.	Chemin Metairie Parkway Phase I & Phase II. 

Mayor Viator stated that he put Chemin Metairie Parkway Phase I on the agenda because of the fast deteriorating condition of the road and roundabout at Milton Avenue (Hwy 92).

A motion was offered by Mr. Ritter, seconded by Ms. McClelland, to go into executive session (8:45 pm) to discuss possible litigation pertaining to Chemin Metairie Parkway Phase I, and the vote was as follows:

Motion was approved.

A motion was offered by Ms. Burley, seconded by Ms. McClelland, to resume regular session (9:05 pm), and the vote was as follows:

Motion was approved.

Mr. Ritter stated that the Veteran’s Circle roundabout and the road on Chemin Metairie Parkway Phase I are experiencing serious failures.  He said that it has the attention of the Mayor and Council and they are working on a solution.

Mr. Douet reported that Chemin Metairie Phase II is 100% complete and the Contractor has removed the five (5) cracked panels at the intersection of Hwy 90 and will start to replace them.

AGENDA ITEM 15.	Chemin Metairie Parkway, Phase II Waterline. The contractor started construction on Monday March 10, 2014.   

AGENDA ITEM 16.	Reconstruction of Bonin Road and Chemin Metairie – 2011 Road Improvements (Project No. 2043981.4CC) (estimated 85% complete).  All asphaltic patch work is complete on both roads and the Chemin Metairie Road asphalt section has been overlayed. The Contractor is working on milling and overlaying the asphalt section of Bonin Road, however, delays are being incurred due to weather and the asphalt plant being down. 

AGENDA ITEM 17.	Sports Complex Construction Project (Project No. 2043981.3YC) (estimated 78% complete) The Contractor is working on installing finish products, ceiling, and fixtures within the soccer building. All structural steel erection is complete and all buildings (except for baseball) have roofing. Contractors have begun the final grade of the site and continue to construct the concrete sidewalks throughout the site. 

a)  Sports Complex Changeorder No. 6. A motion was offered by Mr. Ritter, seconded by Mr. Barbier, to approve changeorder No. 6 in the amount of $94,413.07 for the Sports Complex Project, and the vote was as follows:
YEAS:  Ritter, Burley, Bernard, Barbier, McClelland

Motion was approved.

Prior to the voting, Tim Robichaux said that within the changeorder there is a request from him to install decorative aluminum gates at all entrances to the entire baseball complex in lieu of the standard black chain link gates that are in the specs. He said that the cost of these would be reimbursed through sponsorships. Mr. Robichaux said he also requested that the bleachers within the softball facility be covered with shade canopies and to increase the size of the dumpster pad to accommodate two (2) dumpsters. 

Mr. Douet said that one of the changeorder items is the reinstallation of the base pegs in all baseball fields.  He said due to an error made by C.H. Fenstermaker in providing survey stakeout data for the location of all 1st and 3rd base pegs previously installed, this amount will be reimbursed by Fenstermaker.

Mayor Viator stated that the project is way behind schedule and he does not think it will be complete by the April 4, 2014 deadline date.  He asked for the Council support for him to send a letter to Trahan Construction to let them know that if the project has not been approved as substantially complete by April 4, 2014, that liquidated damages will be implemented. The Council was in agreement to sending the letter.

Mr. Douet said that the Council has approved a changeorder to the Sports Complex project to run sewer through the complex for Savoy Road at a cost of $174,000 which brought the line to a manhole on the north side of Savoy Road.  He said that the Mayor has asked for the sewer line to be extended further to accommodate the charter school and the lowest quote received was $40,020.30.  

Mayor Viator said that the Charter School and Young Industries have agreed to pick up a portion of the cost and the City’s cost will be about $10,500 added on to the $174,000 already budgeted. 

A motion was offered by Mr. Barbier, seconded by Mr. Ritter, to approve $40,020.30 in funding to extend the sewer line to cross over Savoy Road for the charter school and all but $10,500.00 to be reimbursed by the Charter School and Young Industries, and the vote was as follows:

AGENDA ITEM 18.	Water Storage Tank Re-Bid (Project No. 2043891.4WC) (CHF) Dax Douet stated that this item was tabled at the February, 2014 meeting in order for Councilman Tim Barbier and him to research if there would be a difference in the fire rating credits between an elevated storage tank and a ground storage tank. 

Mr. Barbier stated that he made a comment at the last meeting that he had information that if you build a water tower instead of an above ground storage, that the city would get more credit on the rating.  He said that the person who does the rating will not commit to an answer to state if this is factual or not.

Mr. Douet presented several different options to the Council for rebidding the Water Storage Tank. The options included a Ground Storage Tank, Multi-Column Elevated Storage Tank and a Composite Storage Tank in 300,000 and 500,000 gallon capacities.  He recommended bidding out the 300,000 gallon ground storage tank with an alternate for the 500,000 gallon tank and Mayor Viator agreed.

A motion was offered by Mr. Barbier, seconded by Mr. Bernard, to authorize the Mayor to advertise for bids for a 300,000 gallon ground water storage tank with an alternate bid for a 500,000 gallon storage tank at an estimated construction cost of $2,000,000 and estimated engineering fees of $162,158, and the vote was as follows:

Prior to the vote, Mayor Viator stated that Waste Management, Inc. (WMI) was contacted to see if they would be a sponsor for the Sports Complex in exchange for them to provide the garbage collection for the complex. He said that WMI agreed to provide two (2) 8 yd. dumpsters and pick up four (4) times per week which would be an annual cost of over $50,000 in exchange for the large Soccer Field Sponsorship which cost $37,000.
