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ORDINANCE NUMBER 342.1
AN ORDINANCE TO REPLACE ORDINANCE NUMBER 342 AND ESTABLISH THE SIZES OF SUBDIVISION LOTS WITHIN THE INCORPORATED LIMITS OF THE CITY OF YOUNGSVILLE. . 


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF YOUNGSVILLE THAT IN ORDER TO PROMOTE, MAINTAIN AND FACILITATE A HIGH STANDARD OF LIVING FOR THE BENEFIT OF THE PEOPLE OF YOUNGSVILLE, THE CITY COUNCIL ESTABLISHES AN AVERAGE LOT SIZE FOR RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENTS OF SEVEN THOUSAND FIVE HUNDRED (7,500) SQUARE FEET AND A FRONT LOT SIZE OF SIXTY (60) FEET.

Section 1. For preliminary plat approval of single family residential developments, the average size of all lots shall be a minimum of seven thousand five hundred (7,500) square feet.
Section 2.  For preliminary plat approval of single family residential developments, the minimum size of the lot property line adjacent to the street front shall be sixty (60) feet.
Section 3.  For preliminary plat approval of single family residential developments, the minimum size of the lot property line adjacent to the street front for Wedge Shaped lots or lots fronting on a cul-de-sac will be twenty five (25) feet with consideration being given for an exemption of the average lot size of seven thousand five hundred (7500) square feet on a case by case basis, subject to approval of the city council.
Section 4.  The term “Green Space” shall be defined as that portion of a development which is set aside and reserved as a plot of land separating or surrounding areas of intensive residential or industrial use and is maintained for recreational enjoyment, and includes retention / detention ponds.
Section 5.  Green Space not exceeding 7% of the area dedicated to the development of residential lots shall be used in the calculation of average residential lot sizes.
Section 6.  If any park is designated as Green Space by the developer and used in the calculation of the development average lot size, those parks shall be dedicated to a Home Owner’s Association or to the City of Youngsville.

Section 7.  Any portion of a development that is identified and or set aside with the intention of being used for industrial or commercial endeavors shall be so marked on the final plat and shall not be included in the calculation of the average residential lot size.
Section 8.  All variances from the average minimum lot size requirements and lot frontage requirements will be considered on a case by case basis by the city council.  
 Section 9.  All portions of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.
