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ORDINANCE NO. 365-2013
AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING UNAUTHORIZED VEHICLES FROM ENTERING THE CITY OF YOUNGSVILLE DOWNTOWN AREA AND PRESCIBING THE FINES FOR VIOLATIONS.

	BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Youngsville that in order to promote, maintain and facilitate a safe and secure environment and to preserve an aesthetic quality conducive to a higher standard of living for the benefit of the people of Youngsville:  

SECTION I – DEFINITIONS
A.  Unauthorized Vehicles: For the purposes of this ordinance, an Unauthorized Vehicle shall be any vehicle which is greater in length that 35 feet or any tandem vehicle with an attached trailer with a combined length that is greater in length than 35 feet.
B.  City of Youngsville Downtown Area: The city of Youngsville Downtown Area shall be defined as:
1.  Church Street bounded by:
a. The intersection of Church Street and 2nd Street, and
b. The intersection of Church Street and Madison Woods Circle, and
c. The intersection of Church Street and 1st Street (also known as State Highway 89), and
d. The intersection of Jacques Street and Church Street, and
e. The intersection of Church Street and Lafayette Street, and
2. Lafayette Street bounded by:
a. The intersection of Lafayette Street and Church Street, and
b. The intersection of Lafayette Street and Banks Street, and,
c. The intersection of Lafayette Street and Young Street, and 
d. The intersection of Lafayette Street and Iberia Street.

C.  Local Delivery:  For the purposes of this ordinance, “Local Delivery” shall be known to mean the delivery of goods or services within the City of Youngsville Downtown Area.  Local Delivery shall occur only when that delivery is accompanied and documented by a delivery invoice, delivery ticket, delivery order, or bill of laden which is in the possession of the vehicle’s driver and which identifies the final delivery point as being within the City of Youngsville Downtown Area. 

SECTION II – STATEMENT OF VIOLATION
It shall be a violation of this ordinance for any vehicle driver to navigate or cause an Unauthorized Vehicle under his/her control to enter into the City of Youngsville Downtown Area without appropriate documentation that verifies that the driver is completing a Local Delivery.  It shall be a violation of this ordinance for an Unauthorized Vehicle to arrive within the Youngsville Downtown Area without authorization from the Mayor or CEO or being on a Local Delivery.

SECTION III – AUTHORIZATION FOR VARIANCES
A. In those cases where the operator of an Unauthorized Vehicle desires to enter the Youngsville Downtown Area in other than Local Delivery conditions, authorization shall be obtained prior to arrival in the Downtown Area.  This authorization shall be obtained from the Mayor or City CEO, and must be in the possession of the driver while the Unauthorized Vehicle remains within the Youngsville Downtown Area.
B. Unauthorized Vehicles that have been issued a parade permit form the City of Youngsville shall be exempt from this ordinance on the date of the annual Youngsville Mardi Gras Parade.  This exemption shall be valid on the day of the annual parade starting at 12:00 PM (Noon) and lasting until 3:00 PM.  It shall be a violation of this ordinance for any Unauthorized Vehicle to enter the Youngsville Downtown Area prior to 12:00 PM on the day of the annual Youngsville Mardi Gras Parade.

SECTION IV - CITATIONS
Any City of Youngsville Police Officer who witnesses a violation of this ordinance, shall issue a citation to the driver of the violating Unauthorized Vehicle.  Drivers receiving said citations shall be required to pay a fine as described in 
SECTION VI, herein, or appear in city court to explain/plead his/her case. 

SECTION VI - Fines
Whoever pleads guilty and/ or is found guilty by the city court of violating any provision of this ordinance shall be fined not more than THREE HUNDRED AND NO/100 DOLLARS ($300.00) or imprisoned for not more that thirty (30) days.  

This ordinance is hereby adopted by the City Council of the City of Youngsville on the 8th day of August, 2013.  All ordinances or resolutions or parts thereof in conflict are hereby repealed.
