[bookmark: _GoBack]MINUTES OF THE SPECIAL MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF YOUNGSVILLE, LOUISIANA HELD ON TUESDAY, MARCH 25, 2014 AT 6:00 PM AT YOUNGSVILLE CITY HALL

PRESENT:  Mayor Wilson B. Viator, Jr., Mayor Pro Tempore Brenda Burley (Div. B), Councilman Ken Ritter (Div. A), Councilman A.J. Bernard (Div. C), Councilwoman Dianne McClelland (Div. E)

ABSENT: Councilman Tim Barbier (Div. D)

Mayor Viator called the meeting of March 25, 2014 to order and called on Mayor Pro Tempore Brenda Burley to lead the prayer and pledge. 

AGENDA ITEM 1.  Development Code Ordinance, Lynn Guidry.  Mr. Guidry stated that the document is still in a draft format and that he is asking for Mayor and Council input. He said he is trying to come up with some design standards and also to give developers a means to be a little more creative with their developments using an incentive method.  The following comments were made:
· Clarify that the ordinance pertains to only residential developments and exclude plats approved as Traditional Neighborhood Developments.
· Preliminary Plat Approvals are good for one or two years.  If construction has not started within the one or two year period, the developer must request an extension from the Council.  
· Variances have to come before the Council.
· Section 4, A. Incentives, c – enhancements: delete “..before the first lot is sold..” and insert “.. before the 1st occupancy is granted..”.
· Letter of Credit for enhancements shall be for 125% of the value of the improvements.
· Page 5. Item 2: delete words “are recommended”.
· Do not grandfather any future developments that have not been platted and approved prior to the ordinance adoption.  If a developer can prove undo financial hardships, he/she can apply for a variance.
· Require traffic calming device at 1500 feet on straight roads.
· Re-evaluate the width of the sidewalks, and where 8’ sidewalks should be encouraged.

Mr. Guidry stated that he will review all of the comments and will let the Mayor know when he is ready to present.  He suggested that this be done at a special meeting and the Mayor agreed. 

AGENDA ITEM 2.  Chemin Metairie Parkway Waterline Project Changeorder.  A motion was offered by Mr. Ritter, seconded by Ms. Burley, to approve the Chemin Metairie Parkway Waterline Project Changeorder No. 1 in the amount of $24,415.00, and the vote was as follows:

Motion was approved.

AGENDA ITEM 3.	Declare Emergency for repairs to Chemin Metairie Parkway Phase I.  A motion was offered by Ms. Burley, seconded by Ms. McClelland, to adopt Resolution No. 2014-06 declaring that a public emergency exists due to the extreme road failure on the Chemin Metairie Parkway Phase I roundabout and road, and the vote was as follows;
YEAS:  Ritter, Bernard, McClelland
NAYS:  None
ABSENT:  Burley (absent at time of voting), Barbier
Motion was approved.

Prior to the motion, Mayor Viator stated that he is recommending that the repairs to the Chemin Metairie Parkway/Milton Highway roundabout and the southbound lane of Chemin Metairie to the Sports Complex be declared a public emergency due to the fast deteriorating condition.  He said that he has gotten preliminary quotes from Glenn Lege for asphalt work and from Cecil Perry, Inc for concrete. Mayor Viator stated that he highly recommends going with concrete on the roundabout, if the City can afford it, due to the amount of increased regular and heavy traffic as provided in a traffic count report submitted by C. H. Fenstermaker dated March 23, 2014.  

Much discussion took place and Mayor Viator stated that he will get with both contractors and come back with a more detailed scope of work and costs. 
  
AGENDA ITEM 4.  Sugar Ridge Phase II, Preliminary Plat Amendment requested by Teddy Beaullieu.  A motion was offered by Ms. McClelland, seconded by Mr. Ritter, to approve the amendment to the preliminary plat for Sugar Ridge Phase II, all as recommended in a letter from Dax Douet, Youngsville City Engineer, in a letter dated March 24, 2014, and the vote was as follows:

ABSENT:  Barbier
Motion was approved.
