[bookmark: _GoBack]MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF YOUNGSVILLE, LOUISIANA HELD ON THURSDAY, JULY 10, 2014 AT 6:00 PM AT YOUNGSVILLE CITY HALL

Mayor Viator called the meeting of July 10, 2014 to order and called on Brenda Burley to lead the prayer and pledge.  

Mayor Viator announced that Mr. Bernard would not be at the meeting so his Agenda Item 4 to discuss the Lawrason Act is pulled from the agenda. 

A motion was offered by Mr. Ritter, seconded by Ms. McClelland, to expand the agenda to discuss a variance for 110 Carmelite Street (as agenda Item 4), and the vote was as follows:

AGENDA ITEM 1.  Judge Susan L. Theall, Division M: 15th Judicial District Court - announce candidacy for reelection. Judge Theall was in court and could not make the meeting.

AGENDA ITEM 2.  Aleashia Clarkston – Kingdom Builders Community Development Corporation – Charter School Presentation.  Ms. Clarkston presented a plan for a Type 2 Charter School to open a career and technical high school in 2015 in the Youngsville area.  She said that the school would provide students the opportunity to earn industry-based certification.  Ms. Clarkston stated that they are a nonprofit 501c3 organization and the mission of the school is to prepare students for high-wage, high-demand jobs in the fields of Architecture, Construction and Manufacturing.  Ms. Clarkston stated that they are requesting letters of support and volunteers to serve on the different boards and committees or in any capacity that they feel suited. She said that they will be going in front of the BESE Board on October 14th or 15th. 

AGENDA ITEM 3. Youngsville Chamber of Commerce – Request funding for a Chamber Executive Director.  

Jeremy Hidalgo stated that the Chamber is not requesting that the city fund an Executive Director’s position but is requesting that the City partner with them and help fund the presentation and the vision that was proposed earlier this year.  He said part of the plan is to hire a director but that is only a portion of the whole project.  Mr. Hidalgo is trying to move forward on the proposed plan and that is why they are asking for an answer from the City so they will know in what direction to go.  He said that it would make it a lot easier if the City would partner with the Chamber, especially because the end result will be more tax dollars for the city, even at a minimal level.  He said that the Chamber has been very active in the Community

Upon questioning by Ms. McClelland, Mr. Hidalgo stated that the funding is on a sliding scale and the City’s contribution in year one would be $60,000, year two $50,000 and continue on down to $30,000 where it would remain constant if results are produced.

Mr. Ritter said that if the City is going to consider giving funds to the Chamber, he would like to see a representative of the City be on their Board of Directors. Mr. Hidalgo replied that the by-laws could be amended to accommodate such a requirement.

Mr. Ritter stated that he feels that the full Council should hear the entire presentation before making a decision.  He suggested a special meeting because the presentation is lengthy. There were no objections.

Upon questioning by Mr. Barbier about the number of residents or businesses from Youngsville that are Chamber members, Mr. Hidalgo responded that the vast majority of the businesses are from Youngsville.  He said that a Chamber organization is mostly made up of businesses not residents.

AGENDA ITEM 4.  Mr. Robert Philliber – Variance request for 110 Carmelite Drive.  Mr. Philliber stated that he is requesting the waiver of the 1’ free board requirement as stated in Section 510.31 entitled “Development within Designated 100 Year Flood Hazard Area” of the Regulations Governing the Subdivision of Land in Lafayette Parish, Louisiana adopted by the Lafayette Consolidated Government for the entire parish, in order for him to build a 1,500 square foot metal building.   He stated that he has a flood wall around his property and presented an engineer’s letter stating that anything built inside the wall will not affect the floodway.  

Engineer Dax Douet said that the City is in compliance with the FEMA Guidelines and saw no problem in granting the variance.

A motion was offered by Ms. McClelland, seconded by Mr. Ritter, to grant the request of Mr. Robert Philliber pertaining to his outbuilding at 110 Carmelite Drive to waive the 1’ freeboard requirement, and the vote was as follows:

AGENDA ITEM 5.  Metairie Center Commercial Park, Lot 8.  A motion was offered by Ms. McClelland, seconded by Ms. Burley, to grant preliminary plat approval for the Metairie Center Commercial Park, Lot 8, subject to the following: a) acceptance of City Engineer Dax Douet's recommendations in a letter dated July 2, 2014 with the following change:  Item C – change “a conflict level 3” to “a conflict level 0”, and the vote was as follows:

	ORDINANCES FOR INTRODUCTION

AGENDA ITEM 7.  Ordinance No. 373-2014 – An ordinance establishing design requirements for residential developments within the city limits of the City of Youngsville. 

A motion was offered by Ms. Burley, seconded by Mr. Barbier, to introduce Ordinance No. 373-2014 – an ordinance establishing design requirements for residential developments within the city limits of the City of Youngsville, and the vote was as follows:

Motion was approved.

Prior to the motion, Mr. Ritter stated that the City has already enacted a land use ordinance and a new ordinance requiring increased infrastructure requirements in privately developed subdivisions.  This ordinance will be for a residential development code for all future residential developments and will replace Ordinance 342.1 which is the subdivision/lot size requirement. He said that some of the things the ordinance does are as follows:
· Relaxes the minimum lot size requirement
· Sets a 10% open space for all new developments which can be dropped down to 5% if the developer chooses to build out and develop a common area
· Closes the loop hole of being able to use common areas in the calculations to determine average lot sizes
· Requires subdivision signage
· Sets standards for perimeter fencing
· Requires a Homeowners Association
· Requires that every 1,500 feet, streets will have to have some sort of traffic calming device
· Addresses turning lanes off of major arterial roads
· Addresses the size of neighborhood pond depths to avoid having dirt pits
· Clarifies the use of drainage ponds to be used as open space 
· Requires underground utilities 
· Encourages construction entrances for subsequent phases of the development

Mr. Ritter stated that the only thing it doesn’t address is comprehensive drainage and drainage impact.  He said that he would like to see Youngsville lead the way in having a comprehensive drainage study done and begin conversations with the Lafayette Parish Government and the other municipalities. Mr. Ritter thanked Lynn Guidry and Dr. Tom Sammons for drafting the ordinance, and the Mayor and Council for their input and support.

Mr. Guidry said that there will be some amendments over the years because you can’t address every possible issue that might come up.  He said that this ordinance does give a good base to start off with.

	PROJECT UPDATES

AGENDA ITEM 9.  Sewer Project Updates.  Susan Richard provided the following updates on the ongoing sewer projects:

· Détente Road Sewer System Project – Contractor: C-D Utilities: The pump station start up and testing were successful and the pump station is operational.  The contractor is completing handrails, dress work, and correcting work.  Delivery on hand rail items was delayed.  Once complete, a final inspection will be held.    
· La Hwy 89 South Pump Station and Force Main Project – MP Dumesnil Construction Co.: The pump station and force main are complete with a few remaining items and the pump station is operational.   A final inspection will be scheduled once the contractor is complete with the work.     
· Sewer System Improvements Project – LCDBG FY 2013 (Church Street Pump Station Upgrade and Crepe Myrtle Trailer Park Pump Station) – Contractor:  E.B. Feucht & Sons, Inc.:  The expected completion date is August 9, 2014.  The contractor is completing laying force main and has installed the pump station wet well at the Crepe Myrtle subdivision and at the Church Street Pump Station.  
· Griffin Road Sewer Extension:  The only remaining work is dress work, which was delayed by the rain.  Upon completion, a final inspection will be held.   

Mayor Viator announced that he received verbal approval from Mr. Bill Eskew with State Facility Planning for the City to move forward with the planning of the sewer on Chemin Metairie Parkway.
	
AGENDA ITEM 10.  Sports Complex Activities (Andre Boudreaux).  Mr. Boudreaux gave an update on the activities as follows:
· Pony sanctioned tournaments are currently taking place
· Despite all of the rain, the fields are draining very well
· Adult softball will be starting in August

AGENDA ITEM 11.  2014 Road Improvements Project. Andre Montagnet submitted the following report which was presented by the Mayor:
· The 2014 Overlay and Reconstruction Project time was started on June 16, 2014 and the contractor, Glenn Lege, should start work on the project by July 18, 2014. 
· Savoy Road Reconstruction: Trahan Construction is working on the punch list items which should be complete by July 30, 2014,
	
AGENDA ITEM 12.  Youngsville Recreation Center.  The following report was provided by Mark Lalande:
· Contractor has been working to complete the building pad and the staging of required work.
· Shop drawing submittals are ongoing.
· Phase II preliminary documents are being formulated to include parking for 450 vehicles, new kitchen/restroom building, and splash pad.
· A topographic survey will be needed for the area of proposed parking paving and locations of any utilities from the sports complex construction are requested to be identified on an as built document.

Mr. Lalande also reported that he will have preliminary drawings ready along with a budget to present for the next meeting for Phase II of the Sports Complex.
	
AGENDA ITEM 13.  Sports Complex Construction Project (Project No. 2043981.3YC) (CHF)
 (Estimated 100% complete) – Dax Douet reported that the Contractor has finished with all punch list items. The 45-day lien period has ended and the contractor has produced a clear lien certificate. We are waiting for the contractor to produce the final payment application. He said that he will request that the retainage be released.

AGENDA ITEM 14.  Water Storage Tank Project No. 2043891.4WC (CHF).  The contractor has the contract documents and once they are brought to the Mayor for signing and recordation, the notice to proceed will be issued.  

AGENDA ITEM 15.  Roundabout at LA 89 and Fortune Road (Project No. 2043981.4IC) (CHF). Dax Douet stated that he is working on the comments received from DOTD.
