[bookmark: _GoBack]MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF YOUNGSVILLE, LOUISIANA HELD ON THURSDAY, OCTOBER 16, 2014 AT 6:00 PM AT YOUNGSVILLE CITY HALL

Mayor Viator called upon Tim Barbier to lead the prayer and pledge.  Ken Ritter asked everyone to pray for the family of Cynthia Duhon, sister of Mayor Pro Tem Brenda Burley, who passed away and also for the family of CEO Rick Garner whose brother-in-law also passed away. 

AGENDA ITEM 1. Paul Guilbeau – Lafayette Airport Authority Vice-Chairman – explain airport tax 	proposition on the December 6, 2014 ballot.  Mr. Guilbeau explained that the sales tax proposition that is on the December 6th ballot calls for a 1 cent tax to begin April 1, 2014 and end November 30, 2014 and would be used to build a new airport terminal with 5 stalls.  He said the tax would raise approximately $37 million dollars which would be a portion of the $90 million dollars needed for the construction.  The remainder of the funds would come from airport bonds and State and Federal governments. Mr. Guilbeau explained that the current terminal was built 55 years ago and remodeled 25 years ago and cannot handle the current volume.  

The Mayor and Council thanked Mr. Guilbeau for presenting the information.

Mayor Viator asked to move up Agenda Items 7 and 8, Preliminary Plat Approvals, to be heard at this time due to the amount of people in attendance for these 2 items.  There were no objections from the Council

AGENDA ITEM 7.  Preliminary Plat Approval – Acadiana Development & Construction, LLC, St. David’s Cove Subdivision – Hwy 89 South; 204 Lots; 57.37 Acres near the intersection of Piat Road and Guilliot Road, c/o John Romero and Rusty Broussard.  

A motion was offered by Ms. McClelland, seconded by Ms. Burley, to table preliminary plat approval for the St. David’s Cove Subdivision, Acadiana Development & Construction, LLC, until the November 13, 2014 meeting at which time the developer will present a revised plat because of the many changes and waive the requirement for another public hearing, and the vote was as follows:

Prior to the motion, the following proposed changes were discussed:
1)  Four lots on Guillot Road must be addressed because the driveways should not face Guillot Road.
2)  Consider moving lots shown along Langlinais Road further south within the development, or lots as shown along Langlinais Road would have to be modified such that driveways are a minimum of 200’ apart.
3) Address the stub out street between Lots 55 & 56

Francis Cormier, Engineer for this project, stated that he will meet with the owners to discuss the changes and will have a revised preliminary plat for the November meeting.

AGENDA ITEM 8. Preliminary Plat Approval, Burley Plantation Residential Subdivision; 257 Lots: 69:420 Acres, Owner/Developer – Manuel Investments, LLC.  A motion was offered by Ms. McClelland, seconded by Mr. Ritter, to grant preliminary approval to Burley Plantation Residential Subdivision, Manuel Investments, LLC, subject to the following: a) acceptance of City Engineer Dax Douet’s recommendations in a letter dated October 8, 2014, with the following changes: an additional 3 acre green space must be added; Letter I – change “25’ for permanent setback” to “10’ permanent setback”, and the vote was as follows:

Mayor Viator resumed the regular agenda order at this time.

AGENDA ITEM 2. Tara Proffitt – Sugar Ridge Subdivision – Address new construction, building standards and inspection procedures for Youngsville. A motion was offered by Ms. McClelland, seconded by Mr. Bernard, to not issue any more building permits to D.R. Horton until repairs are satisfactorily done to the homes that are experiencing problems, and the vote was as follows:

Motion was approved.

Prior to the motion, Ms. Proffitt provided the following issues that she is having with her new home in Sugar Ridge Subdivision located at 227 Forest Grove that was built by D.R. Horton Home Builders and inspected by Parish Inspections:
1)  1st week of living in the home there was a major plumbing failure in the attic and laundry room that flooded the home.  D. R. Horton did not come and fix the problem until 2 days after being reported and it was not fixed properly.
2)  Hallway floor started buckling one week later. D. R. Horton was called as well as the Inspector because a pressure test was supposed to be done on the plumbing.
3)  2nd plumbing failure happened 2 weeks after the 1st one causing water to drip from the ceiling into her daughter’s bedroom.
4)  Black mold is developing.
5)  Light fixtures not secured properly.

Another resident complained of mold, windows leaking and having to be changed.

Ms. Proffitt presented photos of the damage and stated that she feels that the inspectors should be the first line of defense. She also stated that there has also been plumbing failures at 101 Cotillion, 108 or 109 Cotillion, and a slab on Forest Grove had to be redone.  She said there are leaking window problems at many of the residences.  

Upon questioning by Mr. Ritter, Paul Daugherty, with Parish Inspections, stated that inspections include: rough-in, foundation, open wall inspection after plumbing/electrical/mechanical installed, and final inspection after everything is closed in. He said there are 4 – 6 trips made for inspections. He said that workmanship would come under the structure inspection.

Upon questioning by Mr. Barbier, Mr. John Hammons with Parish Inspections reported that the plumber on the job has to do the pressure testing on the plumbing and there is no legal requirement that it be witnessed, but after notification of Ms. Proffitt’s issue, they have started witnessing the test. He also stated that there have been issues with D.R. Horton which had to be corrected.  Mr. Hammons said that one of the problems they face is that the State Building Codes are minimum standards and that is what has to be followed by law. He said there are materials that D.R. Horton is using that they believe contributes to the mold problems and the leaks in the house but they can’t just say they can’t use that material anymore because it has an IES code number.  The IES code on material means that someone has tested it and approved it and now it is in the system. 

Mr. Ritter stated that he would like for Parish Inspections to communicate to the City what they can do to strengthen the codes to make it better even if it means additional cost to the builder.  He said that the City needs to know when there are problems and that beginning January 1, 2015 he will be looking for an advocate in this process. 

Mr. Hammons responded that they had not heard about any of those problems but they have been much more stringent on D.R. Horton and are now visually watching the plumbing pressure testing since hearing about Ms. Proffitt’s problems, even though it is the plumber’s responsibility. He said that Act 12, adopted by the Louisiana Legislature, limits what can and cannot be approved by the inspections.  

Ms. Proffitt stated that she does accept some of fault because she should have done her research on D.R. Horton Home Builders prior to building her home.   

Mr. Ritter asked George Knox, City Attorney, to research to see if the City can adopt more stringent standards and since the City controls building permit fees that could be another avenue.

Mayor Viator stated that he has viewed the damages to Ms. Proffitt’s home, and he believes that it is due to faulty work, not faulty inspections.  He said the City cannot require the inspectors to sit and watch every aspect and that the plumber who certified the work should be held responsible as well as the builder and developer.  Mayor Viator concluded by stating that he will set up a meeting with D.R. Horton, Robert Daigle and Mayor Elect Ken Ritter and get some questions answered.  He said the City will pursue this and instructed the inspectors to be very stringent on D.R. Horton.  He also told Teddy Beaullieu, with Sugar Mill Development that they should be just as concerned as the City because they are the largest property owners in Youngsville.

City Attorney George Knox stated that the City can adopt an ordinance implementing stricter building standards for the City.

Mayor Viator requested that Agenda Item No. 9 be heard at this time and there were no objections from the Council.

 AGENDA ITEM 9. Ordinance No. 376-2014 - An ordinance authorizing the issuance and sale of Three Million Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($3,500,000) of Sales Tax Bonds, Series 2014, of the City of Youngsville, State of Louisiana; prescribing the form, terms and conditions of such Bonds and providing for the payment thereof; authorizing an agreement with the Paying Agent; and providing for other matters in connection therewith.  A motion was offered by Ms. Burley, seconded by Mr. Ritter, to introduce Ordinance No. 376-2014, an ordinance authorizing the issuance and sale of Three Million, Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($3,500,000) of Sales Tax Bonds, Series 2014, of the City of Youngsville, State of Louisiana; prescribing the form, terms and conditions of such Bonds and providing for the payment thereof; authorizing an agreement with the Paying Agent; and providing for other matters in connection therewith, and the vote was as follows:

Motion was approved.

Prior to the motion, Jason Akers, Bond Attorney with Foley and Judell, stated that the ordinance is for introduction and will come up for final adoption at the November 13th Council meeting.  He said the bids for purchase of the bonds will come in prior to that meeting and the blanks will be filled in at that time.  Mr. Akers stated that the language in the ordinance states that the funds can be used for roads, bridges and associated drainage improvements within the City.

Mayor Viator resumed with the regular agenda order.

AGENDA ITEM 3. Review and consider Chemin Metairie Parkway & Viaulet Road Roundabout Landscape Proposal.  A motion was offered by Mr. Barbier, seconded by Ms. McClelland, to accept the proposal from Viator & Associates Landscape Architects and authorize the amount of $74,609.00 each for the landscaping of the roundabouts at Chemin Metairie/Viaulet and Hwy 92/Hwy 339 (Verot School Road), and to provide the top soil for the project if available, and the vote was as follows:

AGENDA ITEM 4. Discuss DOTD Utility Permit application for La 89 South at Chemin Metairie Parkway.  Ms. Richard reported that DOTD does not want to approve the permit for the location of the sewer line as designed for La 89 South at Chemin Metairie Parkway because they don’t like the location of it.  She said it would be cost an additional $14,000 if the line is changed to where the State wants the City to put it.  Ms. Richard said that DOTD will agree to the permit as is on the current plans if they receive a letter signed by both Mayor Viator and Mayor-elect Ken Ritter stating that the City will take ownership of Hwy 89 at a future date.  Mr. Ritter requested that the letter be sent with the verbiage that the City will consider taking ownership at a future date. Mayor and Council were in full agreement and Ms. Richard will prepare the letter.

AGENDA ITEM 5. Discuss drainage ditch in Meadows Bend Subdivision. A motion was offered by Mr. Barbier, seconded by Mr. Bernard, for the City to verify who dug the ditch behind Arrowwood in Meadow’s Bend Subdivision, and notify them that they must completely pipe in the entire ditch and reimburse the homeowners who have already paid to have this done, and the vote was as follows;

Motion was approved.

Prior to the motion, Mr. Barbier said that several homeowners approached him about the closing in of the ditch behind their homes on Arrowwood in Meadows Bend Subdivision and the developer’s price to do this is between $5,000 & $6,000.  He said that his concern is that this is a closed ditch subdivision but on the plat it shows an open ditch within the subdivision.  He said the plat showed that there was a “swale” ditch on the backside of these residences.  Mr. Barbier said a few of the residents do not believe that they should be responsible for the piping of the ditch since it is supposed to be a closed in subdivision.  Mr. Barbier said that someone has dug out the swale and made it a ditch which ties into the retention pond in a neighboring development that is in the process of being built and that the ditch was dug to the depth of the pond that it is feeding into so water stays in the ditch all the time.  He said that the silk screen that was put up by the developer next door has been completely destroyed by whomever dug out the ditch.  Mr. Barbier added that the ordinance states that if it is a swale, it is a natural flow of water and should be left alone but they created a ditch and that is not acceptable. He feels that the contractor should culvert the ditch and repay the owners who spent their own money to enclose their portion.

Dax Douet said that the construction plans clearly show a swale ditch and the current one is definitely not a swale ditch. He said the construction drawings show that the original ditch was going to be rerouted.  

An unidentified lady stated that she received an email from Lee with DSLD that stated that if she did not give him the rights to dig behind her property he would use the City’s easements and get the authority to dig it.  She said that she would provide the email to the City.

Mayor Viator stated that it is his opinion that DSLD will have to return it to a swale ditch or culvert at their expense, not the homeowner’s expense, and if some have been charged they will have to be reimbursed.

City Attorney George Knox stated that since several of the residents have already closed in their portion, he feels that they should be forced to close in the entirety of the ditch.

Ms. Burley complained about the width of the roads and stated that vehicles are still parking where there are not supposed to.  She said there were no signs indicating no parking and asked that Sugar Mill Pond Development put up the signs.

Mr. Bernard stated that he voted against the ordinance because he believes that kids would be hurt because they will take the golf cart out without their parents’ permission.

Rick Garner, CEO, asked for clarification from the Council as to what City Attorney George Knox was instructed to add to the ordinance as it pertains to penalties and or fines.  He stated that he was of the understanding that it would be for political signs only and not snipe signs.

Ms. McClelland, said that she didn’t think any fines should be instilled, that pulling up the sign is penalty enough.

	PROJECT UPDATES

AGENDA ITEM 15.  Sewer Project Updates. Susan Richard with Domingue, Szabo & Associates submitted the following report: 
· Détente Road Sewer System Project – Contractor: C-D Utilities:  This project is complete and the contractor has addressed the items on the punch list.  The lien period expired October 4, 2014 and once a clear lien certificate is received, the final payment will be made.
· Sewer System Improvements Project – LCDBG FY 2013 (Church Street Pump Station Upgrade and Crepe Myrtle Trailer Park Pump Station and Force Main) – Contractor:  E.B. Feucht & Sons, Inc.:  This project has been accepted and the contractor is working on addressing the punch list during the lien period which expires October 23.  Once a clear lien certificate is received and all punch list items are addressed, the final payment will be released.
· Chemin Metairie Sewer Extension:  The plans have been submitted to Facility Planning, DHH, and DOTD for permitting.  The plans have been sent to utilities for coordination.  Once all permits and approvals have been received and all utilities coordinated, we can proceed to advertising for bids.  
· Super One Store Sewer Pump Station & Force Main:  The survey is complete and the plans are being prepared.  The plans will be sent to DHH for permitting shortly.

Mayor Viator stated that he has spoken with the realtor and that the City will not move any further with the sewer or water until the property has been purchased by Brookshire Grocery.

AGENDA ITEM 16.  Sports Complex Activities. Andre Boudreaux, Programs Director updated the Council on the activities currently taking place and planned for the complex:
· Adult softball is almost finished and playoffs beginning soon.
· Youth soccer continues on Saturdays and Sundays and practice during the week.
· Hosted the 1st college soccer event on September 27 & 28.  Pearl River, a school out of Mississippi, would like to host an annual Texas, Louisiana, and Mississippi challenge at the Complex each year. Two year and four year schools would be invited and it would be used as a recruiting process for the four year schools.  High School students would also be invited. 
· Saturday, October 11th, UL Men’s Soccer Club and Louisiana Tech Soccer Club played a game at the complex.
· Southside Soccer is hosting a Halloween Havoc Tournament the 1st weekend in November.
· 5K Cancer Society Santa Dash will take place inside the Sports Complex on December 1st.
· Working on schedules for February to June for baseball, softball and soccer and also adding lacrosse.
· Chili Cook-off scheduled in the spring as well as another 5K race.

AGENDA ITEM 17.  Youngsville Recreation Center. Mark Lalande reported that work is ongoing and the pre-engineered metal building is scheduled to arrive mid-November.  He said the paving of the parking lot is on hold until the funding is available and that the current parking area in the current construction specs will be the removed from the scope of work with a changeorder.  Mr. Lalande stated that there is 8 ½ months remaining on the construction schedule based on the extension of time due to the weather and the expected completion date is July, 2015.

Mayor Viator explained that the City will only be getting $150,000 of the $1.5 million of funding that was expected from the State because the governor has slashed almost all of the projects by 90%.  He said the Legislative Delegation has told him to proceed with the parking lot and that they have committed to put wording in the 2015 Legislation that would state the remaining funds will be reimbursable. Mayor Viator stated that there is enough funding available to proceed with the parking lot for the Community Center between the $150,000 from the State, approximately $238,000 from the Recreational Sales Tax Bond Funds, the $100,000 that will be realized from the change order and the remainder would come out of the General Fund.  He said the estimate for the parking lot is approximately one million dollars.

A motion was offered by Mr. Ritter, seconded by Ms. McClelland, to authorize the Mayor to go out for bids for the parking lot for the Youngsville Community Center and include Alternate No. 1 to extend the parking lot area around the rear of the tennis facility on the Chemin Metairie Parkway side, and the vote was as follows:

AGENDA ITEM 18.  2014 Road Improvements Project.  Mayor Viator reported that Trahan Construction is still working on the punch list for Savoy Road and the 2014 Overlay Project is 45% complete with an expected completion date of November 1, 2014.

AGENDA ITEM 19.  Chemin Metairie Phase I – Overlay Project Bid Award.  A motion was offered by Mr. Ritter seconded by Mr. Barbier, to reject the bids for the Chemin Metairie Phase I Overlay Project due to all of them being over budget and to authorize the Mayor to seek quotes to do full depth patching for the pot holes on the areas that were identified in the specifications prepared by CH Fenstermaker, and the vote was as follows:

Motion was approved.

Prior to the motion, Dax Douet stated that the bids were opened on Tuesday, October 14, 2014 and the low bidder was Diamond B. Construction, LLC with a base bid of $1,138,046.35 which is over the $1,000,000 budget.  He stated that there are three options available to the Council: reject the bid and reduce the scope and rebid or cancel the project; have the contractor consider value engineering the project; or allocate more funds for the project.

Mr. Bernard stated that he feels that the roadway should not be overlayed at this time.  He said he would like to see full depth patching on the pot holes and wait 9 months to see if any others pop up and then at that time consider a full overlay with asphalt or concrete.  

Mr. Ritter said that he agreed and that long term, he does not believe the Council will be satisfied with just an overlay.  He said that the bid is over budget and that there is still not a consensus as to why there are so many failures on the road and what is the real problem and real solution.  Mr. Ritter stated he would like to see the full depth patching done and see if there will be any more areas of failure.  He said that he will commit that the City will go back and do the overlay assuming there are no more continued failures or make a decision to concrete. He said that he is in full agreement to still bond out the $3.5 million in order to have the funding readily available to do what needs to be done on the city roads.

Mayor Viator stated that the Council has the right to reject the bids since they are over budget and that if the Council chooses to do a full depth patch it will not be necessary to advertise for bids since it will be under the $150,000 threshold established by State bid law.

AGENDA ITEM 20.  Water Storage Tank Project No. 2043891.4WC (CHF).  Dax Douet reported that the contract days started on September 2, 2014.  The contractor has used up 25 days of the 180 day contract and has not done much at all but the contractor has stated he can do the project in the time allotted in the specs.  

AGENDA ITEM 21.  Roundabout at LA 89 and Fortune Road (Project No. 2043981.4IC).  Mr. Douet stated that he has addressed all of the comments from DOTD but has not submitted it yet.

	FINANCIAL REPORTS
