Mayor Viator called upon Councilman Tim Barbier to lead the prayer and pledge.

AGENDA ITEM 2. Proclamation recognizing Nathan Granger and Quality Companies for being recognized as 	one of the top 5000 fastest growing companies on the “INC” list.   Mayor Viator stated that Mr. Granger had another meeting to attend but would be coming.

AGENDA ITEM 3. Mike Hefner, Geographic Planning & Demographic Services – Provide Census Update for 2014.  Mr. Hefner stated that he used the same methodology using the listing of the households receiving garbage pickup that was accepted in 2005 by the State.  He said that the estimated population for the City is 11,043.  Mr. Hefner stated that if the Council accepts the new count by resolution he would write the necessary affidavit to provide to the State of Louisiana so that they may review the application and certify the new population count.  He stated that if the count is accepted by the State, then the new census count will be forwarded to the U.S. Census Bureau with a request that they update their American Community Survey counts with the new population.  He said that he would also forward to the Lafayette Parish School System.

Ms. Burley requested that the Council consider the resolution at this time which is Agenda Item 12.  There were no objections.

AGENDA ITEM 12.  Resolution No. 2014-17 – A resolution adopting the 2014 Census Update as presented by Mike Hefner.  A motion was offered by Ms. Burley, seconded by Mr. Barbier, to adopt Resolution No. 2014-17 adopting the 2014 Census update as presented by Mike Hefner in a letter dated October 16, 2014, and the vote was as follows:

Mr. Nathan Granger entered the meeting and the Mayor went back to Agenda Item 2.

AGENDA ITEM 2. Proclamation recognizing Nathan Granger and Quality Companies for being recognized as 	one of the top 5000 fastest growing companies on the “INC” list.  Mayor Viator read the proclamation and thanked Mr. Granger for choosing Youngsville as their business headquarters. Mr. Granger thanked the Mayor and Council for their recognition and said that locating to Youngsville after purchasing TRACO was one of the best decisions they have made.  He also stated that they have had a wonderful relationship with the City and hopes that it continues with the new administration and that everyone should be proud of what they have in the City of Youngsville.   Mr. Granger stated that they want to be good stewards and good citizens.

AGENDA ITEM 4a. Discuss creating and funding City Treasurer position.  Mr. Ritter stated that he presented a letter to the Council and Mayor dated November 7, 2014 explaining the need for the position.  He said that this is a position that will help prepare for the transition of the new administration and also help consolidate the responsibilities of the accounting and finance department.  Mr. Ritter stated that the person will be responsible for all accounting, budget and audit responsibilities.  He stated that right now, the City contracts for financial services with a vendor and utilizes a CPA firm. Both have done a great job.  Mr. Ritter said that with the growth of the City, the volume of revenue coming in and the opening of the Sports Complex, he feels it would be in the best interest of the City to have a full time City Treasurer/Finance Director.  He said that the position would be cost neutral and will result in an eventual cost savings. 

A motion was offered by Ms. Burley, seconded by Ms. McClelland, to approve the creation of the City Treasurer position and to appropriate funding in the amount of $80,000 plus benefits, and the vote was as follows;

Mayor Viator voted YEA to break the tie, therefore motion was approved.

Before the vote on the motion, Mr. Barbier stated that he agrees that the position is needed but feels that the new Council will be in office in January and should be the ones to vote on this.  He said that it would be unfair that Mr. Ritter could vote on a position that he will benefit from once he becomes Mayor. 

Mr. Bernard stated that he agrees with Mr. Barbier on this. 
 
Mayor Viator stated that this position is definitely needed and is a position that will pay for itself since the City has been spending a tremendous amount of money on a contract finance person and on the auditors.  The Mayor said he fully supports this and it is a position that must be created and should be brought in sooner than later.

AGENDA ITEM 4b.  Sign Ordinance Variance request for the Metairie Centre.  Rick Garner explained how the Metairie Centre shopping center is developing and that there will be many businesses located there.  He said the existing sign ordinance will not allow a large enough sign to fit all the names of the businesses.  Mr. Garner stated that they are requesting a variance to put additional signage at each of the entrances, which he is in full support of.

A motion was offered by Ms. McClelland, seconded by Mr. Ritter, to grant a variance for Metairie Centre for three (3) monuments signs, one (1) at East Milton and two (2) at Chemin Metairie – south of Walgreens, and the vote was as follows:

AGENDA ITEM 4d.  Discuss traffic signal at Larriviere and Young St (Hwy 92). Mayor Viator stated that a roundabout would be the best solution but there is no funding at this time.  He said a red light is warranted in the interim and requested Dax Douet put some numbers together.

Mr. Douet stated that the estimated cost for the design is $50,000 plus $175,000 for the construction for a total of $225,000.  He said that should a roundabout eventually be built the signal could be removed and used in another location.  
A motion was offered by Mr. Ritter, seconded by Ms. McClelland, to approve funding in the amount of $225,000 for the installation of a traffic signal at the intersection of Larriviere and Young Street (LA Hwy 92), and the vote was as follows:

AGENDA ITEM 4e. Discuss providing limestone for the car rider drive for Ernest Gallet Elementary. She said that if the City donates the limestone, the School Board can spread.

Mayor Viator stated that the City built the driveway for safety reasons and sees no problem with providing and installing the limestone.

Tim Robichaux stated that he feels the increase should be approved and then discuss the structure of the Tennis Pro compensation in 2015.  

Mayor Viator stated that the ordinance would give the Sports Complex employees a 7% increase, the same that was given to all other employees in July.  He also added that this ordinance is up for introduction and any changes could be made prior to the final vote.

	PROJECT UPDATES

AGENDA ITEM 13.  Sewer Project Updates. Susan Richard with Domingue, Szabo & Associates submitted the following report: 
· Détente Road Sewer System Project – Contractor: C-D Utilities:  This project is complete, the clear lien certificate was provided by the contractor, and the final payment request was sent to the City for payment.
· La Hwy 89 South Pump Station and Force Main Project – MP Dumesnil Construction Co.: This project was accepted at the last council meeting; the lien period expires December 8.  The punch list will be addressed during the lien period.  
· Sewer System Improvements Project – LCDBG FY 2013 (Church Street Pump Station Upgrade and Crepe Myrtle Trailer Park Pump Station and Force Main) – Contractor:  E.B. Feucht & Sons, Inc.:  This project has been accepted; a few punch list items remain.  The clear lien certificate was provided by the contractor, but final payment will not be released until all punch list items are addressed.
· Griffin Road Sewer Extension – MP Dumesnil Construction Co.:  The project is complete and has been accepted; the lien period expires December 8.  Once the clear lien certificate is provided by the contractor, the final payment will be released.       
· Chemin Metairie Sewer Extension:  The DOTD and DHH permits have been received, and the plans have been provisionally approved by Facility Planning.  Once final approval is received from Facility Planning, we can proceed to advertising for bids.
· Super One Store Sewer Pump Station & Force Main:  The plans have been submitted to DHH; we are awaiting the permit.  Work on this project has been put on hold until the City receives a firm commitment from Super 1/Brookshire that they will construct the facility.

AGENDA ITEM 14.  Sports Complex Activities. Tim Robichaux, Director, updated the Council on the activities currently taking place and planned for the complex.

AGENDA ITEM 15.  Youngsville Recreation Center. Mark Lalande, Architect, gave the following report:
· The building frame for the gymnasium was delivered on Thursday November 06, 2014
· Beginning Wednesday November 12, 2014 at 9:00 am the contractor will conduct weekly progress meetings at the site for coordination of all sub-contractors.  
· The recently installed sewer line is being surveyed to pinpoint the location for basins and piping along Chemin Metairie Parkway.
· A topographic survey is being performed on the area of the site south of the Savoy Road to identify the change in grade due the placement of excavated earth during the construction of the road.
· A geotechnical survey is being produced by Louisiana Concrete Testing and Inspections on the area of the parking to confirm the soil content.
· Contract Documents for the parking lot will be prepared and submitted to Facility Planning and Control for approval on December 01, 2014
· Phase II – Parking Lot Bid Documents should be ready by the end of November with bids to be received sometime in January.  The project shall be bid as follows:
a. Base Bid  	Site work and parking paving to provide 280 parking  spaces
b. Alternate #1 	Site work and parking paving to provide 137 parking  spaces

AGENDA ITEM 16.  2014 Road Improvements Project.  Mayor Viator reported the Savoy Road Project is 100% complete and the City is waiting on the final paperwork.  He stated that the 2014 Overlay Project should be complete in approximately two (2) weeks. Mayor Viator stated that the overlay project construction is already 30 - 45 days over.

AGENDA ITEM 17.  Chemin Metairie Phase I – Overlay Project.  A motion was offered by Ms. Burley seconded by Mr. Barbier, to accept the proposal from Diamond B. Construction Company, LLC in the amount of $82,840.00 for the full depth patching of Chemin Metairie Parkway Phase I, and the vote was as follows:

Mayor Viator stated that a proposal was requested from the Diamond B Construction Company who was the low bidder for the overlay project.  He said that he felt it was only fair to get the proposal from them since the original bid was rejected.  Mayor Viator stated that the project does not have to be bid out because it is below the $150,000 threshold for public works projects.  

AGENDA ITEM 18.  Water Storage Tank Project No. 2043891.4WC (CHF). Mr. Douet reported that the contract days have already started to be applied as of September 2, 2014. As of October 31, 2014, a total of 34 contract days have been used and charged out of the 180 total working days leaving 161 days to finish the project before liquidated damages are charged. The contractor has performed general site grading de-grassing and is planning to begin laying concrete pipe this week and the tank foundation is planned to be excavated. 

AGENDA ITEM 19.  Roundabout at LA 89 and Fortune Road (Project No. 2043981.4IC).  Dax Douet reported that he finished the plans and will be meeting with Brent Domingue with DOTD. He said they are requesting a design exception to reduce the 8’ wide shoulders.

AGENDA ITEM 20. Griffin Road – Proposed drainage improvements discussion.  A motion was offered by Mr. Ritter, seconded by Mr. Bernard, to approve the funding in the amount of $175,324 for drainage improvements on Griffin Road all as presented by City Engineer Dax Douet in a letter dated November 6, 2014 and authorize solicitation of proposals and/or bids, and the vote was as follows:

Prior to the vote, Mayor Viator stated that he requested an estimate from C.H. Fenstermaker on doing drainage improvements on Griffin Road.

Mr. Douet stated that the estimated cost would be approximately $166,975 and if you add a contingency the estimate is $175,324. The project will consist of cutting a new ditch and removing, replacing and lowering the existing 60” metal pipe, located east of LA Hwy 89.  This drains areas north of Griffin Road across LA Hwy 89.  He said that the amount is close to the public bid law limit of $150,000 for public works projects so he will seek proposals prior to advertising for bids if the Council approves the funding.
